Study Plan Topics and Mastery:

· Set Mastery Scores to be consistent with minimum score required to pass the course. 
· Consider requiring Mastery of a certain number of MyWritingLab topics by course end. Students can earn mastery of a topic through the Diagnostic Pre-Test or by completing the topics individually. Specify that students must earn the set Mastery score or higher on both the Recall and Apply exercises when completing topics individually. General Recommendations:
